Check in (8:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.)
MONDAYS ONLY: Check in at Information Desk

Check-Out (4:15 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.)

Any child being checked in or out between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 4:15 p.m. must go to the Information Desk.
Each afternoon, after 4:15 p.m., check out will be at the camp table located at the end of the bus loop. A parent or
guardian must present the official MODS pick-up card in their dashboard so the Camp Counselor can see it. If a
parent or guardian does not have the pick-up card they must present a photo ID and sign the log sheet at the Camp
Discovery check out table located in the bus loop. Only adults indicated on the Camp Policy and Emergency
Information Form will be allowed to check out a camper. (NO EXCEPTIONS)

Before (8:00-9:00 a.m.) and After care (5:00-6:00 p.m.)

A daily fee of $5 is charged per child for before/after care and may include Museum exploration, science games, and
puzzles. An additional fee of $10 per child for each additional 5 minutes of care will be charged after 6:00 p.m.

Lunches and Snacks

Campers may bring their own bag lunches that do not require refrigeration or indicate their preference for a Subway
“camper’s lunch pack” at the time of registration. A simple snack and water will be provided twice a day. Campers
may also bring snacks from home, especially if they have dietary restrictions including kosher. Please do not send
money for snack machines.
